Class description:  This course is designed to enhance student’s artistic ability through challenging studio art experiences.  Students will become proficient with a variety of materials and techniques.  They will grow to be increasingly aware of the importance of the elements of art and principles of design and how they contribute to successful composition.  They will also further their ability to critique artworks based on the elements and principles.  If students plan to continue a course study in the visual arts, this class will provide an opportunity to begin developing their art style and portfolio.
Materials Needed:  

· 11” x  81/2”sketch book containing blank, white pages (larger than this is acceptable, smaller is not)
· set of colored pencils (quality and variety of your choice)
· black fine tip sharpie

· PENCILS and ERASERS!!!!!
Grading procedures:  Students are expected to work daily and hand in their assignments by the given deadline.  Late work may be turned in up to five days after the due date and will receive a reduced grade.  After 5 days the student will receive a permanent 0 (exceptions will be made for excused absences, # of days absent = # of days accepted late with no grade reduction).  There will be NO class time given for make-up work.  All assignments will be graded on a points system.  The final grade will be a combination of all projects, homework assignments, quizzes, participation/class work and a final exam (worth 10% of the entire grade).  Projects will be graded on the following criteria:

· Following the objectives and directions as stated
· Technical/manipulative skill in the application of materials

· Creativity

· Effort/quality of final project
*** Students will be responsible for completing one, hour long homework assignment per week (details will be provided each week).  It will be due every Mon. but may be turned in late up until the following Fri. with a 2 point late deduction for each day.  Completion of this weekly homework assignment is vital to maintaining a high semester grade.    
Classroom Expectations:  As a member of this class students are expected to listen to directions, work quietly and use common sense and care when working with materials.  They are expected to follow the Code of Conduct of SDHS and Worcester County Public Schools.  If disruptive class behavior is exhibited, the behavior will be documented and taken care of according to school policy.  The typical procedure will be as follows: 1st offense – receives a warning/possibly a phone call home or detention,  2nd offense – receives a phone call home/detention/possibly an administrative conference, 3rd offense – receives an office referral with standard consequences.  The classroom rules are as follows:

· Enter the classroom quietly and on time, students must be in their assigned seats waiting for instruction when the bell rings (3rd tardy will result in a detention, 4th in an office referral)
· Come prepared to class and be ready to work
· No talking while I am talking, raise hands to make a comment
· Absolutely no cursing or foul language, and maintain appropriate conversation

· Under no circumstances is a student allowed to leave the room without my permission.  A signed agenda is required to leave the room and the student must sign in and out.

· NO CELL PHONES

· Clean up after yourself

· Be respectful of all art materials (failure to do so will result in loss of privilege to use them) 

· No eating or drinking in class (water is permitted)
· All artwork must be school appropriate, according to the teacher’s discretion    
· Be respectful of others, yourself and the teacher

All of the guidelines and procedures for this class are set in place for your success!  Please keep this in mind as we work through the semester.  Following these guidelines will insure the advancement of your education and will help us to work together to achieve your highest level of success.
